There shall be no variation to these arrangements without the prior written permission of the Local Planning Authority. For the avoidance of doubt, the events stated shall not take place outside of the hours stated.


Reason

   In order to safeguard the rural character and appearance of the area, to control the activities hereby permitted and to minimise the impact of the development on the amenities of nearby residential occupiers, in accordance with Policies C2, C3, RD7, D1 and D4 of the Waverley Borough Local Plan 2002 and Policy CC6 of the South East Plan 2009.

Condition

   No external lighting shall be installed on the premises (with the exception of the existing lighting on the building), without the prior written approval of the Local Planning Authority. Any external lighting subsequently approved shall be installed and operated in strict accordance with the approved details.

   Within 3 months of the date of this permission, appropriate scaled plans of an external lobby to be erected on the main entrance to the building (south elevation) shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Once the details are approved, the entrance lobby shall be implemented prior to any event and retained in position unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

   In order to safeguard the rural character and appearance of the area, to control the activities hereby permitted and to minimise the impact of the development on the amenities of nearby residential occupiers, in accordance with Policies C2, C3, RD7, D1 and D4 of the Waverley Borough Local Plan 2002 and Policy CC6 of the South East Plan 2009.

   Within 3 months of the date of this permission, and notwithstanding the plan details submitted as part of this application, appropriate scaled plans of the areas of the site to be allocated for car parking to be used in connection with the events hereby permitted, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The car parking shall be provided in full accordance with the approved details.


Reason
